2. Declarations of Interest

3. Minutes of the Last Meeting and Matters of Arising
David Darlington went through the minutes and no matters arising were discussed. Paul Mitchell proposed for the minutes to be approved and Cllr Hugh Jones seconded the motion. All were in favour and the LAG minutes were approved.
4. Rural Development Programme Update
Lowri Owain gave an overview and went over the list of RDP Scheme EOI Window sheet. Lowri asked the LAG to refer groups to Cadwyn Clwyd if they would like any guidance in submitting an EOI for the RCDF.

John Davies mentioned on March 28th, Lesley Griffiths, the Cabinet Secretary for Environment and Rural Affairs, has announced that the RDP programme will be committed until 2020. Further information on all the schemes EOI windows are available on the WG website for 2017 and 2018. The LEADER programme is committed until 2021. John Davies also mentioned about a new scheme Farm Business Grant that will open on 2nd of May. There will be no EOI round for this scheme and applications will be received online. All LAG areas admin bodies have now been invited to submit financial claims for expenditure up to December 2016. John Davies also mentioned that all projects approved across Wales will be made available on the Wales Rural Network website and suggested for the LAG members to subscribe to their newsletter to stay up to date with the latest news.

WG are beginning to hold transition meetings and one is due to be held at the Royal Welsh Showgorund on 26th of April that will be focusing on rural areas. 2 members from each LAGs across Wales will be invited to attend the meeting.

5. Quarterly Report and Outputs
Adam Bishop gave an overview of the Quarterly Report and the Outputs. The LAG endorsed the Quarterly Report and the Outputs.

6. Financial Reports
Delyth Jones presented the financial report and gave an overview. The LAG endorsed the financial report.
7. Project Proposals
A2. & A3. Cefn Mawr Community Open Spaces Review, Crane Street & Well Street – Feasibility/Option Study
Helen Williams gave an overview. The LAG decided to combine A2 and A3 projects and procure as one Feasibility Study with 2 phases. The phases will allow the Crane Street Review to be completed first and the Well Street Review in the second phase as this review will take longer to complete.The LAG accepted the scores on the appraisal sheet and voted for the project to be approved with one abstention. The LAG approved an RDP contribution of £11,830.00.

Condition of approval – Procure both projects as one Feasibility Study but with two seperate phases. 

B4. Concept to Consumer
Donna Hughes gave an overview. It was clarified that match funding will be provided by the procured provider. The LAG accepted the scores on the appraisal sheet and voted for the project to be approved with 1 abstention. The LAG approved an RDP contribution of £21,000.00.

D1. Ceiriog Valley Community Renewables Resource Assessment.

Silas Jones gave an overview and noted the project intends to look into a community scheme for the benefit of the community. Cllr Hugh Jones stated he would only support the project if the wind element could be removed due to the sensitivities concerning windfarms within the AONB an communities’ views. Gareth Evans also felt it would be a questionable use of public funds to look into something that will not be supported by the community from the outset. Paul Mitchell proposed for the wind element to be omitted from the project and Sue Gittins seconded the motion. The LAG members were in favour and voted for the wind element to be removed from the project. The LAG accepted the scores on the appraisal sheet and voted for the project to be approved with 1 abstention. The LAG approved an RDP contribution of £14,000.00.
